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The specter haunting Washington

The specter of the China-Russia partnership is haunting the United

States, which has committed a cardinal diplomatic sin of

simultaneously taking on both great powers.

[By Jiao Haiyang/China oTg e Vladimir Putin, in a joint statement, agreed to elevate their broad
strategic cooperative partnership to a new higher stage, as they plan to
work closer together in practically every field.

Most notable is the signing of a decade-long gas deal by which Gazprom will supply
China National Petroleum Corporation (CNPC) with 38 billion cubic meters of natural gas
every year for thirty years, beginning no later than the end of 2018. The deal is reportedly
worth US$400 billion, and it may be paid not in petrodollars but in Chinese yuan. Some
analysts even talked about the yuan becoming a new international reserve currency.

The conclusion of the gas deal will seal the "strategic energy alliance" between the two
countries. It signifies Moscow's strategic shift to the Asian market as Europe seeks to

cut reliance on Russian energy following the Ukraine crisis.
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The two presidents personally attended the opening of the joint naval exercise off
Shanghai in the sensitive East China Sea. It was unusual for both heads of state to
personally open the drill. And the drill, which will last until the 26th, is of an
unprecedented scale with 14 surface ships participating, including six from Russia's
Pacific fleet led by its flagship Slava class guided missile cruiser, the Varyag. The rest
are from three Chinese fleets: the state of the art 052C guided missile destroyer the
Zhengzhou, two submarines and nine fixed-wing aircraft.

The exercise is not targeted at any third country. But Western observers say it sends a
message to Japan and its Big Brother, the United States.

The Western press also stresses the military side of the China-Russia partnership,
mentioning Russia's ultra-sophisticated S-500 air defense anti-missile system coming on
line in 2018. China would like to have a version of it. And China will acquire dozens of Su-
35 jet fighters. China and Russia will work together to develop a wide-body air liner.

The two partners will increase their two-way trade to US$100 billion by 2015 and
US$200 billion by 2020.

In April, when President Xi visited Duisburg on the Rhine, he proposed the building
of a new "economic Silk Road" between China and Europe on the basis of the
Chongging-Xinjiang-Europe railway, which is already running from China to Kazakhstan.
That will herald the birth of what is sometimes called a "Eurasian Century".

Both leaders attended the fourth Conference on Interaction and Confidence Building
Measures in Asia (CICA) which adopted a "Shanghai Declaration.” The main points of the
declaration are as follows: No country should seek its own security at the expense of the
security of other countries; no violation of other countries' territorial integrity and
political independence by use of force or threat of force; no country should violate the
UN Charter; there should be settlement of disputes by peaceful means; no interference in
other country's internal affairs and no support for any action designed to subvert a
legitimate government (regime change).

Washington complained that the Asian security architecture excludes the United
States. But, as China's Foreign Minister \Wang Yi explained: the security of Asia has to be
managed by Asian countries themselves.

America's military interventions have clearly failed. The
Afghan and Iraq wars have been strategic disasters. And its
intervention in Libya has proved counterproductive. The
American people are sick and tired of thirteen years of
unending wars.

Obama said: "The landscape has changed:" The U.S. has removed its forces from
Iraq and is winding down in Afghanistan. The lesson is obviously not to rush into military
adventures. He even quoted from Eisenhower that "war is mankind's most tragic and
stupid folly; to seek or advise its deliberate provocation is a black crime against all men."
That was why he did not attack Syria and is reluctant to commit U.S. ground forces in
Ukraine. For which he came under fierce attacks from all sorts of hawks. The war-loving
John McCain attacked the West Point speech as insufficient response to global threats.
Fred Hiatt's Washington Post editorial page accused Obama of "binding America's hands
on foreign affairs."

But he stood the empire's ground. He accused Russia of "aggression towards former
Soviet states" and claims "China's economic rise and military reach worries its
neighbors." He further claims "regional aggression that goes unchecked, whether in
southern Ukraine or the South China Sea...will ultimately impact our allies, and could
draw in our military."

That is standing facts on their heads. It is America's allies Japan and the Philippines
and its new friend Vietnam that are stirring up trouble and nibbling at China's territory. It
is deploying two state of the art Global Hawks and a new X-Band Radar in Japan that will
put China under surveillance. Its military has already been drawn in in a big way!

Obama also boasted about isolating Russia. But Moscow is turning even closer to China.
Not even Germany's Merkel wants to distance herself from Putin.

He unequivocally stated: "The United States will use military force if necessary, when our
core interests demand it."

But Obama said he is focusing on growing the economy. He also claimed that al-
Qaeda leadership has been decimated. Yet he admits the most direct threat to America is
still terrorism. Only he emphasized working more effectively with partners. He called on
Congress to support a new counterterrorism partnership fund of up to US$5 billion. He
also insisted on continuing the drone war, "with near certainty of no civilian casualties."
That is a lot of empty talk. The U.S. drone war keeps killing more and more innocent
civilians.

The Washington Post said Obama was arguing for a new form of American

leadership that strikes a balance between interventionism and "foreign entanglements."
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In fact, he only made some long overdue tactical adjustments. "It's the same old stuff
with a different label" as the Chinese saying goes.

Fireworks at Shangni-La

"Haughtily aggressive" is the way some Chinese described the joint Japan-U.S. attack
on China at the Shangri-La forum.

The keynote speaker, Japanese Prime Minister Shinzo Abe, focused his speech on
international law. It is amazing that he had the nerve to talk about law, as he is doing his
best to flout his country's basic law, the Pacific Constitution, in the face of strong
popular opposition.

His carefully prepared speech was full of veiled attacks on China, thus "harboring evil
intentions," as the Chinese saying goes. But would he call Japan's action lawful when it
"nationalized" China's territory, the Diaoyu Islands? Wouldn't that be a typical case of

trying one-sidedly to change the status quo?

U.S. Defense Secretary Chuck Hagel echoed Abe by using unusually strong
language to openly accuse China of "destabilizing" the Asian Pacific region with
"unilateral actions." The harsh language surprised many delegates. Hagel came across
as arrogant using threats and intimidation such as, "The United States will not look the
other way when fundamental principles of the international order are being challenged."

Who is he trying to intimidate with these statements?

His accusation should be thrown back at the United States.

Just who is destabilizing the Asian-Pacific region? It enjoyed decades of peace and
stability until Obama "rebalanced" the region. And Hagel reiterated U.S. support of Abe's
reorientation of Japan's policy of collective self-defense barred by the country's Pacific
Constitution. That means enabling defeated militarist Japan to again fight wars.

Hagel emphasized the importance of U.S. allies when he said, "America's treaty
alliances remain the backbone of our presence in the Asian-Pacific." But reliance on

military alliance is a manifestation of the Cold War mentality. As Gary Samore, executive
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director of research at the Belfer Center for Science and International Affairs at Harvard
University, pointed out, the U.S. position in Asia is based on its system of alliances.

"If we were to abandon our allies, our position in Asia would become very weak," Samore
said.

It was precisely U.S. allies Japan and the Philippines, egged on by Washington, that
stirred up trouble, encroaching on China's territory. And Hagel talked about "working to
strengthen our nations' (U.S. and Vietham)
emerging defense ties." It seems Washington is
rounding up trouble makers to contain China.
Both Obama at West Point and Hagel at
Shangri-La spoke with firm words. They wanted
to reassure their jittery allies after the
administration came under the war party's

strong criticism as being too weak in both Syria

and Crimea.

Fu Ying, head of the National People's Congress Foreign Affairs Department agreed
that provocations must be responded to forcefully.

Major General Yao Yunzhu, director of the Center for China-America Defense
Relations at the PLA's Academy of Military Science, questioned Hagel on how the U.S.
can claim to be taking no position on the issue of island sovereignty while confirming its
treaty obligation to defend Japan.

In spite of the tit-for-tat debate, Chinese and U.S. military leaders met and held a

cordial and constructive meeting and agreed to deepen bilateral military relations.
